EYFS & KS 1 TE'P[M In the Seahorse’s class we have been learning about

toys from the past in our history. This has also linked

to our literacy writing unit, 'Toys and Games from the
Past’. We have been learning about teddies and found out interesting facts about
teddies. We also brought in our favourite teddies from home and had a teddy bears
picnic as one of eXﬁerience days to help us with our writing. The children loved using
alliteration to think of words to describe the teddies such as 'tatty teddies’,
‘ferrific teddies’, 'brilliant bears’ and ‘bouncy bears'.
